     REBOOT Workshops is a free three-week intensive military-to-civilian reintegration workshop that provides extensive training focused on three areas: Personal Transition, Lifestyle Transition & Career Transition. REBOOT addresses the personal and social aspects of transitioning to civilian life by using research-based, outcome-driven methods drawn from best practices in career planning and cognitive-behavioral techniques. Our workshop training is supplemented with extended follow-up that enhances career opportunities, promotes social networking, and leverages peer support. REBOOT is available to military active duty, veterans of all wars, and spouses.
     Mr. Wilson served 26 years in the US Navy in various positions of senior enlisted leadership and has over 11 years experience as the Vice President and Director of Workforce Develop-ment with the Urban League of San Diego County, a non-profit Community-based social service agency.  During his tenure with the Urban League, he has conceived, operated, and managed countless employment and training programs aimed at transitioning and empow-ering disenfranchised populations such as: Ex-offenders, Welfare Recipients, inner-city urban Youth, Older Workers, Displaced Workers, Refugees, and Veterans.  Wilson completed the Navy’s Group Paced-Instructor School in 1991 and is a certified Pacific Institute Workshop facilitator with over 10 years instructional experience in behavior-based education.                     “We Are Family”
     Thirty-five years in radio broadcasting management isn't your typical nonprofit background, but Paul Palmer has certainly made it work. As the president and CEO of Big Brothers Big Sisters of San Diego County, his substantial career shift in 2002 was facilitated by a former radio client who wisely thought Palmer could use his ingenuity and extensive media contacts to generate company growth at BBBS.  
     Big Brothers Big Sisters of America’s roots date to 1904, when Ernest Coulter, a New York City court clerk, established Big Brothers to match caring adults with young people who were getting into trouble. At the same time, members of Ladies of Charity were befriending girls who had come through the New York Children’s Court. That group would later become Catholic Big Sisters, and subsequently, Big Sisters Inter-national. These groups worked independently until 1977, when Big Brothers Association and Big Sisters International joined forces and became Big Brothers Big Sisters of America. Big Brothers Big Sisters International was founded in 1998, and now serves children in 12 countries.
     Fifty years ago in the elevator of the U.S. Grant Hotel, San Diego Union writer Frank Rhodes asked Mr. Jack Levin about the meaning behind his lapel pin. Hours later, the men were still discussing the Big Brothers of Los Angeles agencies and their mission to mentor young men facing adversity. Realizing no such agency existed locally in San Diego, they became inspired to bring the Big Brothers concept to San Diego. Levin quickly asked his business partner,
